	Global Elements

	1. 
	Web Page Title
	Every screen will have a descriptive page title including the MyInfoVault acronym “MIV”, and the content listed in the web page.
	· The page title appears at the top of the page screen, prints out if you print the screen and is searchable by search engines.

	2. 
	Cascading Style Sheet
	Every page includes a reference to the MIV cascading style sheet  which controls typography, formating, layout, images, table styles, etc. for the entire web site.
	· Every page will have the same colors, fonts, link formats, etc. and the programmers are able to change these style attributes globally throughout the entire site by updating code in one location.

	3. 
	Page Size/Resolution
	Pages are designed for a minimum screen resolution of 800 x 600 pixels and able to display on the screen expanded to a maximum of 100%.
	· The MIV web site will be viewable and still maintain it’s look and feel at most screen resolutions.

	4. 
	Page Length
	Whenever possible, each page should be viewable within one browser screen, without scrolling if possible.
	· All relative content is scanable by users without guesswork as to what lies below the visible browser screen.

	5. 
	Template Colors
	Only those colors specified in the UC Davis color palette are used in the MIV web pages.
	· Compliance with the UC Davis color palette.
· A consistent “look and feel” relationship established with the University web site: www.ucdavis.edu

	6. 
	Browser Compliance
	Every page will be tested for browser compliance with University supported browsers.  (Mac and PC with IE, Firefox, and Safari.)
	· All users using University supported browsers are guaranteed that the MIV will work and look consistent for them.

	7. 
	Adherence to Campus Web Standards
	PPM, Chapter 310, Communications and Technology Section 70.  The MIV web site will comply with Campus Web Standards and *Section 508, sub-section 1194.22 of the Rehabilitation Act. 
	· The MIV web site will be accessible to all users.

	Header Elements

	8. 
	Global Top Screen Header Area
	Every page will have a consistent top header which includes the following sections:  See 9 – 13 below.
	· Every screen has same look and feel and users can access all pages/links from every page.

	9. 
	UC Davis Logo
	Every page will include the UC Davis logo and the image will be a link back to the UC Davis home page.
	· The MyInfoVault site is recognized as a UC Davis web site, and access to the University web site is always available.

	10. 
	MyInfoVault Logo
	Every page will include an image of the MyInfoVault logo and the word “MyInfoVault”.
	· Users will be aware that they are on the MyInfoVault web site.

	11. 
	Logout
	Every page will include a Logout link, to close all browser sessions and properly log out of the MIV system.
	· Accessible logout option on every page reminds and protects the user’s privacy and confidential data.

	12. 
	Help/Contact Us
	Every page will have a link to the MIV “Help” and “Contact Us” pages.
	· Help information and FAQs are accessible from every page.

· Contact information, including e-mail and phone numbers for MIV contacts, are accessible from every page.

	13. 
	Top Navigation 
Menu Bar (includes link to Special Character Palette)
	Every page will have the same top navigation menu bar (which includes the Special Character Palette) located in the same place on each page. 
	· Navigation is always in the same place and is intuitive. 
· Every web page is accessible from the top navigation menu bar.
· The Special Character Palette is accessible from every page.

	Body Elements

	14. 
	Contextual locators (“bread crumbs”, i.e., listing of page in navigation hierarchy)
	Pages which are over two levels (two link clicks) deep within a site will have a contextual locator (“bread crumb”) with links indicating its position in the navigation hierarchy.
	· Dynamic site map that allows the user to know where he/she is at all times in the web site and how to return from whence he/she came.

	15. 
	Select Faculty Accounts (Switch Accounts/Return To Admin.)
	Every MIV page will have a Select Faculty Accounts or a Return to Admin. link available.
	· Users will be able to “Switch Accounts” or “Return to Admin.” from any page.

	16. 
	Page Header
	Every MIV page will have a page title.
	· Users will know what page, action or service they are working on at all times.

	17. 
	Graphics
	All graphic files will be optimized. 
	· All images will download quickly.

	Footer Elements

	18. 
	Page Footer
	Every page will include an identical footer containing the MIV copyright information for the Regents of the University of California.
	· A recognizable ending to each page alerts users of content’s end.
